This management’s discussion and analysis of financial position and results of operations ("MD&A"), is 
prepared as of October 31, 2017, and complements the unaudited interim condensed financial statements 
of Cleghorn Minerals Ltd. ("Cleghorn" or the "Company"), for the six-month period ended September 30, 
2017. 

The interim condensed financial statements and related notes have been prepared in accordance with IAS 
34, Interim Financial Reporting. They do not contain all the information required to be disclosed in annual 
financial statements. Certain information and notes usually provided in the annual financial statements 
have been omitted or condensed when not deemed essential to the understanding of the interim financial 
information of the Company. Therefore, this MD&A should be read in conjunction with the information 
contained in the annual audited financial statements of the Company and the notes thereto for the year 
ended March 31, 2017. All financial information has been prepared in accordance with International 
Financial Reporting Standards ("IFRS") and all amounts are in Canadian dollars unless otherwise indicated. 

The Company’s independent auditors have not conducted a review of the interim condensed financial 
report in accordance with the standards established by the Canadian Institute of Chartered Accountants 
regarding the review of the interim financial report. 

The unaudited interim condensed financial statements and the MD&A have been reviewed by the audit 
committee and approved by the Company’s Board of Directors on October 31, 2017. These documents and 
more information about the Company are available on SEDAR at www.sedar.com.

Cleghorn, incorporated on February 16, 2010 under the Business Corporations Act of British Columbia is 
involved in the process of exploring, evaluating and promoting its mineral properties and other projects. 
The head office of the Company is located at 152 Chemin de la Mine École, Val d'Or, Quebec, J9P 7B6.  

The Company's shares are listed on the TSX Venture Exchange. Effective October 23, 2017, the trading 
symbol changed from JZZ to CZZ. There has been no change to the Company's name and Cusip number 
and no consolidation of capital. 

MINERAL PROPERTY  

Meech Lake Matachewan Prospect 

The Company completed the phase 1 exploration program consisting of locating and re-sampling the 
numerous historical occurrences of mineralization, with a particular focus in the areas of the Kell's (nickel-
copper-platinum-group-element) and Waterhole (gold-silver-copper-zinc) showings.  

The Kell's (nickel-copper-platinum-group-element) showing, named after the late, well-known prospector 
Hugh Kell, was worked through the 1950s following his discovery of massive sulphides in a fine-grained 
ultramafic host on December 15, 1946. Additional work in the 1970s later described the host rock as a dunite 
that is completely altered to talc plus calcite plus serpentine (Szetu, 1974; AFRI: 42A02SW0098). It is 
noteworthy that the dunite, which appears to be finite near the massive sulphide lens discovery, has also 
been described in drill holes completed along strike much later in the 1970s. Results from sampling in the 
discovery pit, both from the time of discovery and confirmed by successive programs (including following 
staking by the vendor), have returned significant assays in nickel, copper and platinum group elements 
(SEDAR: National Instrument 43-101 technical report, April 6, 2015; MRB & Associates). 

A total of 38 selective rock grab samples were collected from 14 separate pits, trenches and two unmarked 
historical prospector's workings. The program successfully identified and confirmed the presence of two 
separate mineralized systems on the property, uncovered in four pits and/or trenches. They are 
represented by the Hugh Kell's nickel-copper-PGE (platinum group element) showing (T-52) and the water 
hole gold-silver-copper-zinc showing (T-1) and its related mineral occurrences (T-23 and T-25) along the 
inferred mineralized trend, approximately 350 metres to the west. Selective assay results included: 8.31% 
Cu, 3.80% Ni, 13.5 g/t Pt, 60.4 g/t Pd & 1.89 g/t Au on the Kell’s Showing and 7.01 g/t Au, 31.2 g/t Ag, 2.25% 
Zn and 1.525 g/t Au, 43.6 g/t Ag, 3.85% Zn from the Waterhole Showing.

The water hole (gold-silver-copper-zinc) showing mineralization consists of pyrite, sphalerite and 
chalcopyrite, and occurs as bands and disseminations, hosted in variable sericitized and carbonatized 
gabbro, whereas the mineralization at the T-23 and T-25 gold-silver-copper-zinc occurrences is described 
as being hosted in variable chloritized and carbonatized andesite. The mineralization appears to be 
structurally controlled (multiphase system) within altered shear zones. It is of general interest that the calc-
alkaline host rocks have been described as part of the Upper Supergroup, which appear to be comparable 
with the Kinojevis and Blake River Group volcanics in the Cadillac area of northeastern Quebec 

Cleghorn has received an exploration plan from the Ministry of Northern Development and Mines 
(MNDM) to encompass additional infill and grid extensions for detailed geological and geophysical 
surveying. The initial focus of this work will cover the Hugh Kell's showing to test a new mineral deposit 
model, with particular emphasis on a structural control component versus solely on lithological targeting. 
A remote sensing analysis over the property, including a geological structural interpretation, will be 
conducted in advance of ground fieldwork. Additional fieldwork planned will include more detailed 
sampling, assaying and mapping of the historical pits, trenches and outcrop exposures to better 
characterize the nature and occurrence of the two separate mineralized systems, and geochemical surveys 
to define extensions of mineralization in overburden covered areas. 

All grab sample assays reported were completed by ALS Minerals, an accredited mineral analysis 
laboratory. Sample preparation was completed in Val d'Or, Que., and analyses in Vancouver, B.C. Nickel, 
copper, cobalt, zinc and silver values were determined by a 61-element, four-acid/ICP-AES analysis, and 
gold values were determined by a 30-gram fire assay and AAS finish. Platinum, palladium and gold values 
were determined by 30-gram fire assay with ICP finish. When samples received over limit values, they 
underwent further analysis using ALS Minerals assay procedure Ni-OG62 (for nickel), Cu-OG62 (for 
copper), Zn-OG62 (for zinc) and PGM-ICP27 (for gold, platinum and palladium). 
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Funding for this first phase of work was received from the Ontario Exploration Corp. (OEC) through its 
prospector assistance program initiative via an initial $10,000 grant in exchange for a 0.5% royalty on the 
property. The Company plans to proceed with the second ($25,000 for an additional 0.25% royalty) and 
third ($50,000 for an additional 0.25% royalty) project funding applications. The royalty has a buyback 
clause which provides that the company can purchase one-half of the 0.5% royalty for a dollar value that 
increases over time, ranging from a purchase price of $15,000 before the second anniversary of the date of 
the agreement to a purchase price of $250,000 from the 11th anniversary of the agreement and beyond. 

SELECTED FINANCIAL INFORMATION 

GOING CONCERN ASSUMPTION 

These interim condensed financial statements have been prepared in compliance with International 
Financial Reporting Standards (IFRS) and the basis of the going concern assumption, which presumes the 
Company will continue its operations and will be able to realize its assets and discharge its liabilities and 
commitments in the ordinary course of business for the foreseeable future. The use of these principles may 
not be appropriate. The Company is in its early stages, and as is common with similar companies, it raises 
financing for its exploration and evaluation activities. During the six-month period ended September 30, 
2017, the Company has incurred a net loss and comprehensive loss of $35,267 (for the year ended March 
31, 2017 – $157,890) and has an accumulated deficit of $1,172,540 (March 31, 2017 – $1,137,273). To date, the 
Company has financed its cash requirements primarily by issuing common shares or units. The Company’s 
ability to continue as a going concern is subject to its ability to raise additional financing or reduce its 
expenditure levels. The Company’s discretionary activities do have some scope for flexibility in terms of 
the amount and timing of expenditures, and to a certain extent, expenditures may be adjusted accordingly. 
While management has been successful in securing financing in the past, there can be no assurance it will 
be able to do so in the future, that such sources of funding will be available to the Company or that they 
will be available on terms acceptable to the Company. These material uncertainties cast significant doubt 
regarding the ability to continue as a going concern.

The net loss for the three-month period ended September 30, 2017 was $16,818 or $0.001 per share, 
compared to $33,190 or $0.003 per share for the same period in 2016, a decrease of $16,372 mainly due to 
the following important changes:

Operating expenses totalled $55,485 compared to $49,671 in 2016, an increase of $5,814 mainly due to an 
increase in audit and accounting fees ($19,898) and investor relation fees ($7,929). These increases were 
however offset by a decrease in legal fees ($3,540), regulatory and transfer agent fees ($3,604) and expenses 
related to the potential Qualifying Transaction ($13,789).

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RISKS RELATED TO FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS

RISKS AND UNCERTAINTIES 

An investment in the common shares of the Company involves a high degree of risk and must be 
considered highly speculative due to the financial and operational risks inherent to the nature of the 
Company's business and the present stage of exploration and development of its mineral resource 
properties. These risks may affect the Company’s eventual profitability and level of operating cash flow.

• Investment of Speculative Nature 

Investing in the Company, at this early stage of its development, is of a highly speculative nature.

The directors and officers of the Company are also directors and officers of other companies, some of which 
are in the same business as the Company.  This situation may result in conflicting legal obligations which 
may expose the Company to liability to others and impair its ability to achieve its business objectives. 

• Insurance 

The Company will remain at risk and will be potentially subject to liability for hazards associated with 
mineral exploration which it cannot insure against or which it has elected not to insure against because of 
premium costs or other reasons. 

• Influence of Third Party Stakeholders 

Claims by third parties on the lands in which the Company hold interests, or the exploration equipment 
and road or other means of access which the Company intend to utilize in carrying out work programs or 
general exploration mandates, even if not meritorious, may create delays resulting in significant financial 
loss and loss of opportunity for the Company. 

• Fluctuation in Market Value of Shares 

The market price of a publicly-traded stock is affected by many variables not directly related to the 
corporate performance of the entity.  The future effect of these and other factors on the market price of 
Company’s shares on the Exchange cannot be predicted.
