Item 4 Summary of Material Change 

On November 29, 2021, First Majestic announced the private placement offering of 
US$200,000,000 aggregate principal amount of unsecured convertible senior notes due 
2027 (the "Notes") with an option to increase the size of the offering to US$230,000,000. 
First Majestic also announced that it intended to use the net proceeds of the offering to 
repurchase, in separate privately negotiated transactions, a portion of its outstanding 
1.875% convertible senior notes (the "Existing Notes") and for general corporate 
purposes, including strategic opportunities. In accordance with the terms of the Existing 
Notes, First Majestic also announced its intention to redeem, following the required 30 
day notice period, any Existing Notes that are not converted or repurchased in 
conjunction with the offering. 

On November 30, 2021, First Majestic announced that it had priced its previously 
announced offering of Notes. 

On December 2, 2021, First Majestic announced the closing of its previously announced 
offering of Notes for gross proceeds of US$230,000,000. The Company used a portion of 
the proceeds of the Offering to complete the repurchase, in separate privately negotiated 
transactions, of approximately US$125.2 million aggregate principal amount of its 
Existing Notes for payment of approximately US$164.9 million. First Majestic also 
provided notice that it will redeem all Existing Notes that are not converted or were not 
repurchased in conjunction with the offering. The effective date of the redemption will be 
December 30, 2021. 

The Notes will bear cash interest semi-annually at a rate of 0.375% per annum. The initial 
conversion rate for the Notes is 60.3865 common shares (each, a "Share") of First 
Majestic per US$1,000 principal amount of Notes, equivalent to an initial conversion 



  

 

price of approximately US$16.56 per Share, subject to adjustment in certain 
circumstances.

The Notes will bear cash interest semi-annually at a rate of 0.375% per annum. The initial 
conversion rate for the Notes is 60.3865 common shares (each, a "Share") of First 
Majestic per US$1,000 principal amount of Notes, equivalent to an initial conversion 
price of approximately US$16.56 per Share, subject to adjustment in certain 
circumstances. 

The Notes and the Shares into which the Notes are convertible, have not been and will 
not be registered under the U.S. Securities Act of 1933, as amended (the "Securities 
Act"), or qualified by a prospectus in Canada. The Notes and the Shares may not be 
offered or sold in the United States absent registration under the Securities Act or an 
applicable exemption from registration under the Securities Act and may not be offered 
or sold in Canada except pursuant to exemptions from the prospectus requirements of 
applicable Canadian provincial and territorial securities laws.
