Pricing

Market price

e You can get price quotes any time during the trading day. Quotes have two parts: bid and ask.

e The bid is the highest price a buyer is willing to pay if you want to sell your ETF shares. The ask is the lowest price a seller is willing
to accept if you want to buy ETF shares. The difference between the two is called the “bid-ask spread”.

e In general, a smaller bid-ask spread means the ETF is more liquid. That means you are more likely to get the price you expect.
