Summary of Material Change

The Company entered into a Debt Settlement Agreement with an independent vendor (the
“Vendor”) to settle $85,153.56 of indebtedness through the issuance of 100,000 common shares
(the “Settlement Shares™) issued effective on December 17, 2025. The Company’s Board of
Directors approved the Company entering into the Agreement on December 2, 2025. Following the
issuance of the Settlement Shares, the Company now has 129,201,636 common shares issued and
outstanding.

Full Description of Material Change
Full Description of Material Change

On December 4, 2025, the Company executed a Debt Settlement Agreement (the “Agreement”)
with the Vendor to settle outstanding indebtedness of $85,153.56 (the “Debt”) and effective on
December 17, 2025, issued 100,000 common shares to the Vendor. The terms of the Agreement
include:

- The Company will issue 100,000 common shares in full and final settlement of the Debt.
- The Vendor is not a related party to the Company

- Closing is subject to approval of the TSX Venture Exchange and compliance with all
applicable securities laws.

The Company’s Board of Directors approved the Agreement on December 2, 2025. Upon issuance
of the Settlement Shares, the Debt will be fully satisfied and discharged. As a result of this issuance,
the Company’s total number of issued and outstanding common shares increased to 129,201,636.

The Vendor is an arm’s length party to the Company, and the Debt Settlement will not result in the
creation of a new insider or control person. The transaction does not constitute a related party
transaction under Multilateral Instrument 61-101 — Protection of Minority Security Holders in
Special Transactions (“MI 61-101"). The Company is relying on exemptions from the formal
valuation and minority shareholder approval requirements of MI 61-101 as provided in sections
5.5(a) and 5.7(1)(a), respectively, as the fair market value of the Debt and Settlement Shares issued
does not exceed 25% of the Company’s market capitalization.
