The purpose of a proxy is to designate persons who will vote the proxy on a shareholder’s behalf in accordance with 
the instructions given by the shareholder in the proxy.

Employment, Consulting and Management Agreements  
 
Other than as set forth below, the Company has no contract, agreement, plan or arrangement that provides for payments 
to a Named Executive Officer, at, following or in connection with any termination (whether voluntary, involuntary or 
constructive), resignation, retirement, a change of control of the Company or a change in the Named Executive 
Officer’s responsibilities. 
 
The Company has entered into a management consulting agreement with John Theobald whereby Mr. Theobald will 
receive a consulting fee of $10,000 per month in consideration for his services as Chief Executive Officer to the 
Resulting Issuer. Mr. Theobald was also granted 500,000 stock options of the Company at an exercise price of $1.00 
per share for a period of five years from the listing date. In the event of termination or a “triggering event”, Mr. 
Theobald will receive a severance equal to twelve months of consulting fees. 
 
The Company entered into an agreement with Malaspina Consultants Inc. (the “Malaspina Agreement”) pursuant to 
which Killian Ruby, the Company’s Chief Financial Officer, agreed to provide certain consulting services to the 
Company.  The Malaspina Agreement may be terminated by either party on 60 days written notice to the other party.  
Under the terms of the Malaspina Agreement, the Company agreed to pay Malaspina an hourly rate and Mr. Ruby is 
entitled to participate in any incentive stock option plan as may be available from time to time in the amounts, on the 
terms and at the time determined by the Board.   
 
Oversight and Description of Director and NEO Compensation  
 
The Company’s executive compensation program is administered by the Compensation Committee. The 
Compensation Committee consists of W. Barry Girling, John Theobald and Gunther Roehlig.  All the members of the 
Compensation Committee are independent within the meaning of NI 52-110 except John Theobald who is Chief 
Executive Officer.  
 
The Compensation Committee’s responsibilities include reviewing and making recommendations to the Board of 
Directors with respect to adequacy and the form of compensation to all executive officers and directors of the 
Company, making recommendations to the Board of Directors in respect of granting of stock options to management, 
directors, officers and other employees and consultants of the Company, and monitoring the performance of the 
Company’s executive officers.  
 
Executive compensation awarded to the named executive officers consists of two components: (i) management fees 
and (ii) stock options. The Company does not presently have a long-term incentive plan for its named executive 
officers. There is no policy or target regarding allocation between cash and noncash elements of the Company’s 
compensation program.  
 
In setting compensation rates for named executive officers, the Company compares the amounts paid to them with the 
amounts paid to executives in comparable positions at other comparable companies. The Company’s compensation 
payable to the named executive officers is based upon, among other things, the responsibility, skills and experience 
required to carry out the functions of each position held by each named executive officer and varies with the amount

of time spent by each named executive officer in carrying out his or her functions on behalf of the Company. The 
grant of stock options, as a key component of the executive compensation package, enables the Company to attract 
and retain qualified executives. Stock option grants are based on the total of stock options available under the Option 
Plan. In granting stock options, the Board of Directors reviews the total of stock options available under the Option 
Plan and recommends grants to newly retained executive officers at the time of their appointment, and considers 
recommending further grants to executive officers from time to time thereafter. The amount and terms of outstanding 
options held by an executive are taken into account when determining whether and how new option grants should be 
made to the executive. The exercise periods are to be set at the date of grant. The stock option grants may contain 
vesting provisions in accordance to the Company’s Option Plan.  
 
Due to the Company being a junior mining issuer and having limited financial resources, compensation is not tied to 
performance criteria or goals. The Company is unaware of any significant events that have significantly affected 
compensation of its management team and directors. The only changes to the Company’s compensation policies 
subsequent to the fiscal year ended December 31, 2020 was the implementation of the Company’s stock option plan.

Audit Committee Charter

Composition of Audit Committee and Independence 

The Company’s current Audit Committee consists of Barry Girling, Gunther Roehlig and Gordon Wylie.  National 
Instrument 52-110 Audit Committees, (“NI 52-110”) provides that a member of an audit committee is “independent” 
if the member has no direct or indirect material relationship with the Company, which could, in the view of the 
Company’s Board, reasonably interfere with the exercise of the member’s independent judgment.  Of the Company’s 
current Audit Committee all of the current members are considered “independent”. All of the Audit Committee 
members are “financially literate, as defined in NI 52-110, as all have the industry experience necessary to understand 
and analyze financial statements of the Company, as well as the understanding of internal controls and procedures 
necessary for financial reporting. 

Relevant Education and Experience 

Barry Girling - Mr. Girling is currently an independent business consultant.  He has provided consulting services to 
a number of public companies.  Mr. Girling obtained a Bachelor of Commerce, Finance from the University of British 
Columbia in 1990. 

Gunther Roehlig - Mr. Roehlig has 25 years of experience in the financial and investment industry with a background 
in managing, financing, transitioning and restructuring junior public companies.  With an extensive skill set focused 
on connecting business investment opportunities with established and experienced  executive management, 
negotiating with legacy debt holders and understanding corporate governance and capital structure frameworks, Mr. 
Roehlig has successfully orchestrated more than two dozen RTOs and IPOs on the TSX-V and CSE across a variety 
of high tech, mining and junior resource corporate platforms. Mr. Roehlig currently serves as CFO and Director on 
the board of Hello Pal International Inc as well as an independent director on several other issuers. In 2011, Mr. 
Roehlig served as the president of Terra Ventures Inc., which was acquired by Hathor Exploration – then subsequently 
acquired by one of the world’s largest mining companies Rio Tinto. 
 
Gordon Wylie  Mr. Wylie is a geologist and mining executive with over 40 years' experience in precious metal 
exploration and mining. Between 1997 and 2005 Mr. Wylie was the executive officer responsible for the global 
exploration program at the major precious metal miner, AngloGold Ashanti Ltd. He was the driving force behind the 
company's New Frontiers Strategy moving exploration into highly prospective, poorly explored higher risk regions. 
Since leaving AngloGold Ashanti, Mr. Wylie has served on the boards of companies listed on the LSE, TSX, AIM 
and Stockholm exchanges, he is currently Senior Independent Director of London AIM listed Chaarat Gold Holdings 
Ltd. Mr. Wylie has a Bachelor of Science degree with Honours in geology from University of Glasgow, a Post 
Graduate Diploma in mining engineering from University of the Witwatersrand and is a Fellow of the Geological 
Society of South Africa.

CORPORATE GOVERNANCE DISCLOSURE 

National Instrument 58-101, Disclosure of Corporate Governance Practices, requires all reporting issuers to provide 
certain annual disclosure of their corporate governance practices with respect to the corporate governance guidelines 
(the “Guidelines”) adopted in National Policy 58-201.  These Guidelines are not prescriptive, but have been used by 
the Company in adopting its corporate governance practices.  The Board and Management consider good corporate 
governance to be an integral part of the effective and efficient operation of Canadian corporations.  The Company’s 
approach to corporate governance is set out below. 

Board of Directors 

Management is nominating four individuals to the Board, all of whom are current directors of the Company.  

The Guidelines suggest that the board of directors of every reporting issuer should be constituted with a majority of 
individuals who qualify as “independent” directors under NI 52-110, which provides that a director is independent if 
he or she has no direct or indirect “material relationship” with the Company.  The “material relationship” is defined 
as a relationship which could, in the view of the Company’s Board, reasonably interfere with the exercise of a 
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director’s independent judgement.  All of the current members of the Board are considered “independent” within the 
meaning of NI 52-110, except Gunther Roehlig who is Interim Chief Executive Officer of the Company. 

The Board has a stewardship responsibility to supervise the management of and oversee the conduct of the business 
of the Company, provide leadership and direction to Management, evaluate Management, set policies appropriate for 
the business of the Company and approve corporate strategies and goals.  The day-to-day management of the business 
and affairs of the Company is delegated by the Board to the CEO and President.  The Board will give direction and 
guidance through the President to Management and will keep Management informed of its evaluation of the senior 
officers in achieving and complying with goals and policies established by the Board. 

The Board recommends nominees to the shareholders for election as directors, and immediately following each annual 
general meeting appoints an Audit Committee and the Audit Committee chairperson.  The Board establishes and 
periodically reviews and updates the committee mandates, duties and responsibilities, elects a chairperson of the Board 
and establishes his or her duties and responsibilities, appoints the CEO, CFO and President of the Company and 
establishes the duties and responsibilities of those positions and on the recommendation of the CEO and the President, 
appoints the senior officers of the Company and approves the senior management structure of the Company. 

The Board exercises its independent supervision over management by its policies that (a) periodic meetings of the 
Board be held to obtain an update on significant corporate activities and plans; and (b) all material transactions of the 
Company are subject to prior approval of the Board.  The Board shall meet not less than three times during each year 
and will endeavour to hold at least one meeting in each fiscal quarter.  The Board will also meet at any other time at 
the call of the President, or subject to the Articles of the Company, of any director. 

The mandate of the Board, as prescribed by the Business Corporations Act (British Columbia) (the “Act”), is to 
manage or supervise management of the business and affairs of the Company and to act with a view to the best interests 
of the Company.  In doing so, the Board oversees the management of the Company’s affairs directly and through its 
audit committee. 

Orientation and Continuing Education 

The Board’s practice is to recruit for the Board only persons with extensive experience in identifying and targeting 
junior businesses for transactions and in public company matters.  Prospective new board members are provided a 
reasonably detailed level of background information, verbal and documentary, on the Company’s affairs and plans 
prior to obtaining their consent to act as a director. 

The Board provides training courses to the directors as needed, to ensure that the Board is complying with current 
legislative and business requirements. 

Ethical Business Conduct 

The Board has found that the fiduciary duties placed on individual directors by the Company’s governing corporate 
legislation and the common law and the restrictions placed by applicable corporate legislation on an individual 
director’s participation in decisions of the Board in which the director has an interest have been sufficient to ensure 
that the Board operates independently of management and in the best interests of the Company. 

Under the corporate legislation, a director is required to act honestly and in good faith with a view to the best interests 
of the Company and exercise the care, diligence and skill that a reasonably prudent person would exercise in 
comparable circumstances, and disclose to the board the nature and extent of any interest of the director in any material 
contract or material transaction, whether made or proposed, if the director is a party to the contract or transaction, is a 
director or officer (or an individual acting in a similar capacity) of a party to the contract or transaction or has a 
material interest in a party to the contract or transaction.  The director must then abstain from voting on the contract 
or transaction unless the contract or transaction (i) relates primarily to their remuneration as a director, officer, 
employee or agent of the Company or an affiliate of the Company, (ii) is for indemnity or insurance for the benefit of 
the director in connection with the Company, or (iii) is with an affiliate of the Company.  If the director abstains from 
voting after disclosure of their interest, the directors approve the contract or transaction and the contract or transaction 
was reasonable and fair to the Company at the time it was entered into, the contract or transaction is not invalid and 
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the director is not accountable to the Company for any profit realized from the contract or transaction.  Otherwise, the 
director must have acted honestly and in good faith, the contract or transaction must have been reasonable and fair to 
the Company and the contract or transaction be approved by the shareholders by a special resolution after receiving 
full disclosure of its terms in order for the director to avoid such liability or the contract or transaction being invalid. 

Nomination of Directors 

The Board identifies new candidates for board nomination by an informal process of discussion and consensus-
building on the need for additional directors, the specific attributes being sought, likely prospects, and timing.  
Prospective directors are not approached until consensus is reached.  This process takes place among the Chairman 
and a majority of the non-executive directors. 

Assessments 

The Board annually reviews its own performance and effectiveness as well as the effectiveness and performance of 
its committees.  Effectiveness is subjectively measured by comparing actual corporate results with stated objectives.  
The contributions of individual directors are informally monitored by other Board members, bearing to mind the 
business strengths of the individual and the purpose of originally nominating the individual to the Board. 

The Board monitors the adequacy of information given to directors, communication between Board and Management 
and the strategic direction and processes of the Board and its committees. 

The Board believes its corporate governance practices are appropriate and effective for the Company, given its size 
and operations.  The Company’s corporate governance practices allow the Company to operate efficiently, with checks 
and balances that control and monitor Management and corporate functions without excessive administration burden. 

PARTICULARS OF MATTERS TO BE ACTED UPON 

1. CONFIRMING STOCK OPTION PLAN 

Pursuant to Policy 4.4 of the TSX Venture Exchange (the “Exchange”), all TSX-V listed companies are required to adopt 
a stock option plan prior to granting incentive stock options.  The purpose of the Stock Option Plan is to attract and motivate 
directors, senior officers, employees, consultants and others providing services to the Company and its subsidiaries (each 
a “Participant”), and thereby advance the Company’s interests, by affording such Participants with an opportunity to 
acquire an equity interest in the Company through the issuance of stock options. The Company has adopted a “rolling” 
stock option plan reserving a maximum of 10% of the issued shares of the Company at the time of the stock option grant.  

The shareholders are being asked to approve the Stock Option Plan at the Meeting. As a “rolling” stock option plan, the 
Stock Option Plan will be required to be re-approved by the shareholders each year at the Company’s annual general 
meeting. 

Copies of the Stock Option Plan will be available at the Meeting for review by the shareholders. In addition, upon request, 
shareholders may obtain a copy of the document from the Company prior to the Meeting. 

Summary of the Plan 

The following information is intended as a brief description of the Company’s Stock Option Plan and is qualified in 
its entirety by the full text of the Stock Option Plan, which will be available for review at the Meeting.  Capitalized 
terms are as defined in the Stock Option Plan. 

1. The aggregate number of Common Shares that may be reserved for issuance pursuant to Options shall not 
exceed 10% of the outstanding Common Shares at the time of the granting of an Option.  For greater certainty, 
if an Option is surrendered, terminated or expires without being exercised, the Common Shares reserved for 
issuance pursuant to such Option shall be available for new Options granted under this Plan. 
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2. The exercise price per Common Share for an Option shall be determined by the Directors or their delegates 

if any, but will in no event be less than the permitted discount to the Market Price for the Common Shares 
(as defined by the policies of the Exchange) at the date of grant. 

3. If Options are granted within ninety days of a distribution by the Company by prospectus, then the exercise 
price per Common Share for such Option shall not be less than the greater of the minimum exercise price 
calculated pursuant to subsection 5.1(a) herein and the price per Common Share paid by the public investors 
for Common Shares acquired pursuant to such distribution.  Such ninety-day period shall begin: 

(i) on the date the final receipt is issued for the final prospectus in respect of such Distribution; or 

(ii) in the case of an initial public offering, on the date of listing. 

4. The number of Common Shares reserved for issuance in any 12 month period under this Plan to (a) any one 
Person, shall not exceed 5% of the outstanding Common Shares at the time of the grant (unless the Company 
has obtained Disinterested Shareholder Approval to exceed such limit); (b) any one Consultant or Person 
employed to provide Investor Relations Activities, shall not exceed 2% of the outstanding Common Shares 
at the time of the grant; and (c) to Insiders, shall not exceed 10% of the outstanding Common Shares at the 
time of the grant. 

5. Unless the Company has received Disinterested Shareholder Approval to do so, the number of Common 
Shares issued to any Person within a 12-month period pursuant to the exercise of Options granted under this 
Plan shall not exceed 5% of the outstanding Common Shares at the time of the grant. 

6. Upon expiry of an option, or in the event an option is otherwise terminated for any reason, the number of 
shares in respect of the expired or terminated option shall again be available for the purposes of the Stock 
Option Plan.  All options granted under the Stock Option Plan, unless sooner terminated, have a term not 
exceeding and shall therefore expire no later than 10 years after the date of the grant. 

7. If a Participant who is an Officer, Employee or Consultant is terminated for cause, each Option held by such 
Participant shall terminate and shall therefore cease to be exercisable upon such termination for cause. 

If a Participant dies prior to otherwise ceasing to be an Eligible Person, each Option held by such Participant 
shall terminate and shall therefore cease to be exercisable no later than the earlier of the Expiry Date and the 
date which is twelve months after the date of the Participant's death. 

Unless an option agreement specifies otherwise, if a Participant ceases to be an Eligible Person for any reason 
other than death, each Option held by the Participant other than a Participant who is involved in investor 
relations activities will cease to be exercisable 90 days after the Termination Date or for a "reasonable period" 
after the Participant ceases to serve in such capacity, as determined by the Board.  For Participants involved 
in investor relations activities, Options shall cease to be exercisable 30 days after the Termination Date or 
for a "reasonable period" after the Participant ceases to serve in such capacity, as determined by the Board. 

For greater certainty, if a Participant dies, each Option held by such Participant shall be exercisable by the 
legal representative of such Participant until such Option terminates and therefore ceases to be exercisable 
pursuant to the terms of this Section. 

If any portion of an Option is not vested at the time a Participant ceases, for any reason whatsoever, to be an 
Eligible Person, such unvested portion of the Option may not be thereafter exercised by the Participant or its 
legal representative, as the case may be, always provided that the Board may, in its discretion and in the case 
of Options relating to Investor Relations, subject to the approval of the Exchange, thereafter permit the 
Participant or its legal representative, as the case may be, to exercise all or any part of such unvested portion 
of the Option that would have vested prior to the time such Option otherwise terminates and therefore ceases 
to be exercisable pursuant to the terms of this Section.  For greater certainty, and without limitation, this 
provision will apply regardless of whether the Participant ceased to be an Eligible Person voluntarily or 
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involuntarily, was dismissed with or without cause, and regardless of whether the Participant received 
compensation in respect of dismissal or was entitled to a notice of termination for a period which would 
otherwise have permitted a greater portion of an Option to vest. 

The Board retains the discretion to impose vesting periods on any options granted.  In accordance with the policies of 
the Exchange, stock options granted to consultants performing investor relations services must vest in stages over a 
minimum of 12 months with no more than one-quarter of the stock options vesting in any three-month period. 

Under the Exchange policy, all such rolling stock option plans which set the number of common shares issuable under 
the plan at a maximum of 10% of the issued and outstanding common shares must be approved and ratified by 
shareholders on an annual basis.  Therefore, at the Meeting shareholders will be asked to pass an ordinary resolution 
in the following form: 

BE IT RESOLVED that: 

1. the Company approve and ratify, subject to regulatory approval, the Plan pursuant to which the directors 
may, from time to time, authorize the issuance of options to directors, officers, employees and consultants of 
the Company and its subsidiaries to a maximum of 10% of the issued and outstanding common shares of the 
Company at the time of grant, with a maximum of 5% of the Company’s issued and outstanding common 
shares being reserved to any one person on a yearly basis; and 

2. any one officer or director of the Company is hereby authorized to execute and deliver all such documents 
and do all such acts and things as may be deemed advisable in such individual’s discretion for the purpose of 
giving effect to this resolution.” 

Management recommends the ratification and approval of the Stock Option Plan.

SCHEDULE “A” 

SILVERTON METALS CORP. 

AUDIT COMMITTEE CHARTER 
1. Purpose 

The purpose of the Audit Committee (the “Committee”) of Silverton Metals Corp. (the “Company”) is to act as the 
representative of the Board of Directors in carrying out its oversight responsibilities relating to: 
 

(a) the quality and integrity of the Company’s financial statements; 
 

(b) the Company’s compliance with legal and regulatory requirements, as they relate to the 
Company’s financial statements; 

 
(c) the internal controls and disclosure controls of the Company; 

 
(d) the performance of the Company’s internal audit function; 

 
(e) the qualifications, independence and performance of the Company’s auditor. 

 
2. Authority 

The Committee has the authority to: 
 

(a) engage and compensate independent counsel and other advisors as it determines necessary 
or advisable to carry out its duties; and 

 
(b) communicate directly with the Company’s auditor. 

 
3. Composition and Expertise 

The Committee shall consist of a minimum of three directors, all of whom are “independent” within the meaning of 
National Instrument 52-110, Audit Committees, for so long as the Company is a “venture issuer”, as defined therein. 

The Committee shall be appointed annually by the Board of Directors immediately following the Annual General 
Meeting (“AGM”) of the Company. Each member of the Committee shall be financially literate, meaning that he or 
she must be able to read and understand financial statements. Committee members hold office until the next AGM 
or until they are removed by the Board or cease to be directors of the Company. 

The Board shall appoint one member of the Committee to act as Chair of the Committee. If the Chair of the 
Committee is absent from any meeting, the Committee shall select one of the other members of the Committee to 
preside at that meeting. 
 
4. Meetings 

The Committee shall meet at least four times a year to carry out its duties. The Chair shall develop and set the 
Committee’s agenda, in consultation with other members of the Committee, the Board and senior management. 

Notice of time and place of every meeting shall be given in writing to each member of the Committee at least 24 
hours prior to the time fixed for such meeting. 

A majority of the Committee shall constitute a quorum. No business may be transacted by the Committee except at a 
meeting of its members at which a quorum of the Committee is present in person or by means of such other

communications facilities as permit all persons participating in the meeting to communicate with each other 
simultaneously. 

The Committee may invite such directors, officers and employees of the Company and advisors as it sees fit from 
time to time to attend meetings of the Committee. 
 
5. Committee and Charter Review 

The Committee shall conduct an annual review and assessment of its performance, effectiveness and contribution, 
including a review of its compliance with this Charter. The Committee shall conduct such review and assessment in 
such manner as it deems appropriate and report the results thereof to the Board. 

In addition, the Committee shall review and reassess the adequacy of this Charter on an annual basis, taking into 
account all legislative and regulatory requirements applicable to the Committee, as well as guidelines recommended 
by regulators or the TSX Venture Exchange and shall recommend changes to the Board thereon. 
 
6. Reporting to the Board 

The Committee shall report to the Board in a timely manner with respect to each of its meetings held. Such report to 
the Board may take the form of an oral report by the Chair or circulating copies of the minutes of each meeting held. 
 
7. Responsibilities 

The Committee’s duty is to monitor and oversee the operations of the Management and the auditor. Management is 
responsible for establishing and following the internal controls, financing reporting processes and for compliance 
with applicable laws and regulations. The auditor is responsible for performing an independent audit of the 
Company’s financial statements in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards, and for issuing its report 
on the statements. 

The specific duties of the Committee are as follows: 

• Recommending the appointment and the compensation of the auditor (the “Auditor”) to the Board; 
 

• Engaging, at the Company’s expenses, independent counsel and other advisors as it determines necessary 
to carry out its duties; 

 
• Reviewing the scope and approach of the annual audit; 

 
• Overseeing the work of the Auditor engaged for the purpose of preparing or issuing an auditor’s report 

or performing other audit, review or attest services for the Company, including the resolution of 
disagreements between Management and the Auditor regarding financial reporting; 

 
• Reviewing the independence of the Auditor on an annual basis; 

 
• Discussing with the Auditor the quality and the acceptability of the generally accepted accounting 

principles applied by Management; 
 

• Reviewing and evaluating the status and adequacy of the Company’s internal controls and internal 
information systems; 

 
• Reviewing and discussing the Company’s quarterly financial statements and the Management’s 

Discussions and Analysis (“MD&A”) with Management; 
 

• Reviewing and discussing the annual financial statements and the MD&A with Management and Auditor; 
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• Recommending to the Board whether the quarterly or annual financial statements and the related MD&A 
should be accepted, filed with the securities regulatory bodies and publicly disclosed. 

 
• Discussing with Management and the Auditor the Company’s policies with respect to risk assessment and 

risk management. 

Reviewing with Auditor any audit problems or other difficulties encountered by the auditor in the course of the audit 
process, including any restrictions on the scope of the auditor’s activities or on access to requested information, and 
any significant disagreements with management and management’s responses to such matter.
