CLOSING OF NON-BROKERED PRIVATE PLACEMENT AND DEBT SETTLEMENT  

October 27, 2021 – Vancouver, Canada – ALSET CAPITAL INC. (NEX:KSUM.H) (“ALSET” or the 
“Company”) is pleased to announce that, further to its news release on June 16, 2021, it has 
completed a non-brokered private placement for gross proceeds of $750,002.94 and settled 
certain debt as further described below. 

Private Placement 

The Company completed a non-brokered private placement pursuant to which it issued 
8,333,366 units (each, a “Unit” and collectively, the “Units”) at a price of $0.09 per Unit for gross 
proceeds of $750,002.94 (the “Offering”). 

Each Unit consists of one (1) common share in the capital of the Company (each, a “Share” and 
collectively, the “Shares”) and one (1) common share purchase warrant (each, a “Warrant”). Each 
Warrant entitles the holder thereof to purchase one (1) additional Share of the Company (each, 
a “Warrant Share”) at an exercise price of $0.12 per Warrant Share for a period of 12 months 
from the closing date of the Offering.  

In connection with the Offering, the Company has paid finder’s fees totaling $48,002.40 and 
issued an aggregate of 533,360 non-transferable finders’ warrants (the “Finders’ Warrants”). 
Each Finders’ Warrant will entitle the holder thereof to purchase one common share in the capital 
of the Company (a “Finders’ Warrant Share”) at a price of $0.12 per Finders’ Warrant Share for 
a period of 12 months from the closing date of the Offering. 

The Company intends to use the net proceeds to settle certain debts of the Company with cash, 
bring the Company’s disclosure record up to date and for general working capital purposes. 
Although the Company intends to use the proceeds of the Offering as described above, the actual 
allocation of net proceeds may vary from the uses set forth above, depending on future 
operations or unforeseen events or opportunities.  

All of the securities issued in the Offering are subject to a hold period of 4 months and a day 
pursuant to applicable securities laws which expires on February 28, 2022.  

Debt Settlements 

Additionally, the Company settled $1,299,999.96 of indebtedness owed to certain creditors of 
the Company the (“Creditors”) through the issuance of Units (the “Debt Settlement”).  



 

 

Pursuant to the Debt Settlement, the Company issued 14,444,444 Units (the “Debt Settlement 
Units”) at a deemed price of $0.09 per Debt Settlement Unit to the Creditors. Each Debt 
Settlement Unit consists of one (1) Share and one (1) Warrant, each Warrant entitling the holder 
thereof to purchase one (1) Warrant Share at a price of $0.12 per Warrant Share for a period of 
12 months after the date of issuance.  

All securities issued in connection with the Debt Settlement are subject to a four (4) month and 
one (1) day hold period from the date of issuance, in accordance with applicable securities laws. 
Additionally, 11,753,888 Shares and Warrants comprising the Debt Settlement Units are subject 
to a 36-month escrow pursuant to which 10% of such securities will be released from escrow on 
the date of the TSX Venture Exchange bulletin accepting the Debt Settlement, and 15% of such 
securities will be released from escrow in increments of 15% every 6 months thereafter.
