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BACKGROUND

This Management’s Discussion and Analysis (“MD&A”) of Nova Leap Health Corp. (“Nova Leap” or “the
Corporation”) is dated August 18, 2017 and provides an analysis of the Corporation’s operations for the three and
six months ended June 30, 2017 and July 31, 2016. This MD&A should be read in conjunction with the condensed
interim consolidated financial statements and accompanying notes for the three and six months ended June 30, 2017
which have been prepared in accordance with International Financial Reporting Standards (“IFRS”) and the
audited consolidated financial statements from November 15, 2015, the date of incorporation, to December 31,
2016. All amounts are in United States dollars (“USD”) unless otherwise specified. The financial statements are
available on the Canadian System for Electronic Document Analysis and Retrieval (“SEDAR”) at www.sedar.com
under the Corporation’s profile. The common shares of Nova Leap are traded on the TSX Venture Exchange
under the symbol “NLH”.

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CORPORATION OVERVIEW

Nova Leap was incorporated pursuant to the Canada Business Corporations Act (“CBCA”) on November 16, 2015.
The Corporation’s head office is located at Founder's Corner, 37 Wentworth Street, Unit 104, Dartmouth, NS B2Y
2S9, Canada.

On April 26, 2016, the Corporation completed its initial public offering (the “Offering”) of 3,500,000 common
shares at a price of CAD $0.10 per common share for gross proceeds to the Corporation of $275,978. From April
26, 2016 until October 13, 2016, the principal business of the Corporation was the identification, evaluation and
completion of a Qualifying Transaction (“QT”) pursuant to Exchange Policy 2.4 — Capital Pool Companies. The
Corporation spent this period of time investigating prospective acquisitions and devoted all of its efforts to securing
and establishing a new business. Accordingly, no operating revenue had been derived during the period from
November 16, 2015, date of incorporation, to October 13, 2016.

On October 13, 2016, the Corporation acquired the home care assets (“Significant Assets™) of Northern Family
Home Care, Inc. located in New Hampshire, USA. Pursuant to the terms of the Definitive Agreement, Nova Leap’s
U.S. subsidiary, Nova Leap Health NH, LLC, acquired the Significant Assets from Northern Family Home Care Inc.
for a total purchase price of US$240,000. The acquisition fulfilled the requirements for Nova Leap’s Qualifying
Transaction and is in line with the objective of management to acquire private home care businesses in the United
States. In relation to the completion of the QT, on October 25, 2016, the Corporation completed a non-brokered
private placement by the issuance of convertible debentures for proceeds of $186,529 USD ($250,000 CAD). The
debentures were all repaid in cash as of June 30, 2017.

On March 10, 2017, the Corporation closed a non-brokered private placement and raised $518,969 ($700,000 CAD)
net of share issue costs of $9,922 ($13,384CAD) through the issuance of 3,500,000 Units at a price of $0.20 CAD
per unit. Each unit is comprised of one common share of the Corporation and a one-half common share purchase
warrant. Two half warrants entitle the holder to acquire one common share of the Corporation for $0.35 CAD for a
period of 24 months from the closing date. $80,355 ($108,385 CAD) was allocated to the warrants. All securities
issued pursuant to the private placement were subject to a 4 month hold period that expired on July 11, 2017.

On July 6, 2017, the Corporation closed a second non-brokered private placement by raising $812,992 ($1,052,500
CAD) through the issuance of 5,262,500 Units at a price of $0.20 CAD per unit. Each unit is comprised of one
common share of the Company and a one-half common share purchase warrant. Two half warrants entitle the holder
to acquire one common share of the Company for $0.35 CAD for a period of 24 months from the closing date. All
securities issued pursuant to this private placement are subject to a 4 month hold period that expires on November 7,
2017.

Proposed Transactions

The Corporation has entered into a definitive asset purchase agreement with All About Home Care, LLC (“AAHC”)
dated April 20, 2017 (“Definitive Agreement”) to purchase substantially all of the business assets of AAHC located in
Rhode Island, USA (“the Acquisition”) subject to approval of the home health care license transfer by the State of
Rhode Island and TSX Venture Exchange approval. Under the terms of the Definitive Agreement, substantially all
the business assets of AAHC will be purchased by a Nova Leap subsidiary for a total purchase price of US$1.2
million. The purchase is expected to be funded by a combination of cash and debt. Upon closing of the Acquisition, the
Nova Leap Subsidiary will continue to carry on business as All About Home Care.

Northern Family Home Care (“NFHC”)

NFHC was acquired by the Corporation on October 13, 2016 and is in the business of providing non-medical
personal homecare serving families in New Hampshire. It offers personal care services in the areas of personal and
oral hygiene, bathing and grooming, incontinence care, assistance with restroom use, assistance with daily eating,
and live-in/24 hour care. It also provides companion care services in the areas of medication reminders, light
housework, laundry and linens, and errands, meal planning and preparation, and grocery shopping. NFHC is
headquartered at 41 Cottage Street, Unit 1, Littleton, New Hampshire.



Future Outlook

Nova Leap’s management will continue to organically grow business within New Hampshire. It is expected that cash
generated from operations will be reinvested in NFHC to facilitate growth and increase market share.

Nova Leap identified six areas for growth of NFHC as follows:

Management is working to execute on each of these growth areas and has executed several initiatives as follows:

Management has identified the next area for geographic expansion and expects to execute on the expansion by
the end of 2017. Management has always intended that NFHC would expand operations to cover the entire State
of New Hampshire in the coming years. This is possible under NFHC’s statewide license.

Management has begun to explore the licensing requirements for expanded service line to include private pay
medical services to clients. With the anticipated acquisition of All About Home Care (Press Release dated April
21, 2017), management plans to leverage off AAHC’s policies, procedures and licensing requirements for its
existing private pay medical service line. Management continues to view private duty skilled nursing services
as an area of organic growth.

Management has increased hourly billing rates for new clients resulting in higher average revenue per client
hour. The increase in billing rates has been well received and is more in line with market rates.

Management has changed the minimum weekly/hourly service requirements to accept clients with average
weekly hours < 20 which resulted in securing several new clients. This change is expected to lead to a
significant increase in revenues in the coming years; however, it will take time for the full benefit of this change
to be realized. Management is pleased with the progress to date.

Management has met with discharge personnel at various facilities and will continue to do so.

Northern Family Home Care has joined the Home Care Association of NH which provides access to other
industry participants and management has attended or is registered for related conferences and trade shows
which is expected to expand NFHC’s profile in the market and state.

Management will continue to execute on its growth initiatives and expects the initiatives to result in increased clients
and resulting revenue as forecasted. It is important to note that Management has invested in the business since the
acquisition. Investments in areas such as technology which incorporate scheduling, billing and payroll functions
enhance efficiencies.

Nova Leap generates home care revenues by providing services directly to clients. The Corporation receives
payments for providing services from private individuals. Revenue is recognized at an hourly rate specified in client
agreements and recognized as revenue at the time services are rendered. The Corporation earned $39,836 and
$79,967 in revenue for the three and six months ended June 30, 2017, respectively.

In the home care industry, employee compensation is generally the single largest expense. The employee
compensation is generally made up of a variable component where caregivers are paid on an hourly basis, and a fixed
component for salaried office staff. $46,492 and $95,656 represents the salaries and benefits paid to the home care
providers and the full-time office administrator for the three and six months ended June 30, 2017, respectively.

The corporate and administrative costs were primarily professional fees, consulting fees and salary for officers and
employees, regulatory and transfer agent fees related to costs associated with operating a public company along with
the ongoing management of NFHC and the continued efforts for identification, evaluation and completion of the
additional acquisitions.



SUMMARY OF QUARTERLY RESULTS

A summary of quarterly results is included in the table below. The financial information is extracted from or derived
from the Corporation’s unaudited interim financial statements and conform with IFRS. The Board of Directors
changed the Corporation’s fiscal year end from October 31 to December 31 to facilitate efficiencies in the
administration, accounting and production of the annual audited financial statements.

For details regarding the length and ending dates of the financial periods, including the comparative periods, of the
interim and annual financial statements to be filed for the Corporation’s transition year and its new financial year,
reference is made to the Notice of Change of Fiscal Year End filed by the Company on SEDAR pursuant to National

The Corporation’s QT closed in October 2016 and active operations began with the acquisition of NFHC resulting in
revenues recorded for the later part of October 2016 through December 31, 2016 and the three and six months ended
June 30, 2017. The net loss to date primarily relates to the to the Head Office costs for identification, evaluation and
completion of the QT, an impairment loss recorded in the period ended December 31, 2016 for the customer list
acquired and ongoing Head Office expenses.

CASH FLOWS, LIQUIDITY AND CAPITAL RESOURCES
Operating Activities

The Corporation’s cash used in operating activities was $313,543 for the six months ended June 30, 2017 as
compared to cash provided by operations of $8,219 for the six months ended July 31, 2016. The operating activities
for the six months ended June 30, 2017 were primarily corporate and administrative costs (professional fees,
consulting fees and salary, regulatory and transfer agent fees, etc.) related to costs associated with operating a public
company along with the ongoing management of NFHC and the continued efforts for identification, evaluation and
completion of the additional acquisitions. The cash provided by operations for the six months ended July 31, 2016
was primarily related to changes in non-cash working capital

Financing Activities

The Corporation’s cash provided by financing activities for the six months ended June 30, 2017 was $323,291.
Financing activities for the period was the issuance of Units through a private placement, for proceeds net of issue
costs of $509,047 offset by repayment of convertible debentures of $185,756.

The Corporation’s cash provided by financing activities for the six months ended July 31, 2016 was $167,270 related
to proceeds from the issuance of common shares.

Liquidity

The condensed interim consolidated financial statements have been prepared on the basis of International Financial
Reporting Standards applicable to a going concern, which assumes the realization of assets and settlement of



liabilities in the normal course of business. Continuing operations as intended are dependent on management’s
ability to raise required funding through future issuances of equity or debt, its ability to acquire targets or business
interests and develop profitable operations or as combination thereof, which is not assured.

Working capital as of the date of the MD&A is approximately $850,000. As at June 30, 2017, the Corporation had
working capital of $247,189. The Corporation raised an additional $812,992 through a non-brokered private
placement that closed on July 6, 2017. The Corporation’s expectations are based on the assumption that the
Corporation will realize its assets and discharge its liabilities in the normal course of business rather than through a
process of forced liquidation. There can be no assurance that the Corporation will be able to obtain adequate
financing in the future or, if available, that such financing will be on acceptable terms. If adequate financing is not
available when required, the Corporation may be required to delay, scale back or eliminate various programs and
may be unable to continue in operation. The Corporation may seek such additional financing through debt or
equity offerings. Any equity offering will result in dilution to the ownership interests of the Corporation’s
shareholders and may result in dilution to the value of such interests.

The Corporation’s future revenues are expected to be from health care based businesses.

Capital Resources

The Corporation had 1,700,000 stock options and 1,750,000 warrants outstanding at June 30, 2017, which could,
depending upon the Corporation’s share price, potentially bring in additional financing upon exercise. There is no
certainty that the Corporation will receive these stock option or warrant proceeds over time as not all stock options or
warrants may be exercised.

On July 6, 2017, the Corporation closed a second non-brokered private placement by raising $812,992 ($1,052,500
CAD) through the issuance of 5,262,500 Units at a price of $0.20 CAD per unit. Each unit is comprised of one
common share of the Company and a one-half common share purchase warrant. Two half warrants entitle the holder
to acquire one common share of the Company for $0.35 CAD for a period of 24 months from the closing date. All
securities issued pursuant to this private placement are subject to a 4 month hold period that expires on November 7,
2017.

On August 14, 2017, the Corporation announced that it will undertake a non-brokered private placement to raise up
to $1,500,000 by the sale of units of the Company at a price of $0.20 per unit. Each unit is comprised of one
common share of the Company and a one-half common share purchase warrant. Two half-warrants entitle the
holder to acquire one common share of the Company for $0.35 for a period of 24 months from the closing date of
this private placement. The common shares and warrants are subject to a 4 month hold period. Insiders of Nova
Leap may participate in the private placement.

In connection with the offering, a finder’s fee may be paid consisting of a cash payment equal to up to 6% of the
proceeds raised from this private placement and that number of non-transferable finder’s fee warrants as is equal to
up to 6% of the number of common shares issued pursuant to this private placement at closing. Each finder’s fee
warrant will be exercisable into one common share of the Company at $0.35 per share for a period of 24 months
from the closing date. The proceeds from the private placement will be used partially for general working capital
purposes and for new acquisition opportunities. The private placement is subject to TSX Venture Exchange and
other required regulatory approval.

TRANSACTIONS WITH RELATED PARTIES

Legal services were provided by a firm of which a shareholder of the Corporation is the sole lawyer practitioner.



These transactions were in the normal course of operations and are measured at the exchange amount, which is the
amount agreed to by the parties.

OUTSTANDING SHARE DATA

Authorized capital stock consists of an unlimited number of common shares without nominal or par value.

As at the date of the Management Discussion & Analysis, there were 22,262,500 common shares of the Corporation
issued and outstanding of which 7,500,000 were held in escrow.

OUTSTANDING STOCK OPTIONS

The Board of Directors of the Corporation has adopted an incentive stock option plan (“Option Plan”). Under the
Option Plan, the Board of Directors of the Corporation may from time to time, in its discretion, and in accordance
with the Exchange requirements and applicable securities legislation, grant to directors, officers, employees,
consultants and management or employees of the Corporation, non-transferable options to purchase Common
Shares, exercisable for a period of up to 10 years from the date of grant. The number of Common Shares reserved
for issuance under the Stock Option Plan will not exceed 10% of the issued and outstanding Common Shares of the
Corporation. The number of Common Shares reserved for issuance to any one individual Director or Officer may not
exceed 5% of the issued and outstanding Common Shares and the aggregate number of Common Shares reserved for
issuance to all technical consultants will not exceed 2% of the issued and outstanding Common Shares. Vesting
terms are determined by the Board of Directors at the time of grant.

On April 26, 2016, the Corporation granted stock options to its directors and officers to acquire an aggregate of
1,350,000 common shares at a price of CAD $0.10 per share, exercisable until April 26, 2026. The options issued



vest immediately upon granting and may be exercised until the greater of twelve months after the completion of the
QT and ninety days following the date of termination of employment or holding office as a director or officer of the
Corporation and, in the case of death, expire within one year thereafter.

Richardson GMP Limited (the “Agent”) acted as agent for the Offering was granted a non-transferrable option
(“Agent’s Option”) to purchase 350,000 common shares of the Corporation equal to 10% of the number of common
shares sold through the Offering. The Agent’s Option is exercisable for a period of 24 months at a price of CAD
$0.10 per common share.

FUTURE ACCOUNTING STANDARDS ISSUED BUT NOT YET APPLIED

The Corporation has adopted the amendments to IAS 7, Statement of Cash Flows and IAS 12, Income Taxes. The
adoption of the amendments did not have an impact on the consolidated financial statements.

Several new standards and amendments to standards and interpretations are effective for annual periods beginning on
or after January 1, 2018 and have not been applied in preparing these consolidated financial statements. Accordingly,
the Corporation expects to adopt these standards as set forth below.

IFRS 9, Financial Instruments

In July 2014, the IASB published IFRS 9 which replaces IAS 39 Financial Instruments: Recognition and
Measurement (“IAS 39”). IFRS 9 introduces improvements which include a logical model for classification and
measurement of financial assets, a single, forward-looking “expected loss” impairment model and a substantially-
reformed approach to hedge accounting. IFRS 9 is effective for annual reporting periods beginning on or after
January 1, 2018. Earlier adoption is permitted. The Corporation has yet to assess the impact of this new standard
on its consolidated financial statements.

IFRS 15, Revenue from Contracts with Customers

IFRS 15 presents new requirements for the recognition of revenue, replacing IAS 18 ‘Revenue’, IAS 11
‘Construction Contracts’, and several revenue-related Interpretations. The new standard establishes a control-based
revenue recognition model and provides additional guidance in many areas not covered in detail under existing
IFRSs, including how to account for arrangements with multiple performance obligations, variable pricing,
customer refund rights, supplier repurchase options, and other common complexities. IFRS 15 is effective for
annual reporting periods beginning on or after January 1, 2018. Management has started to assess the impact of
IFRS 15 but is not yet in a position to provide quantified information.

IFRS 16, Leases

IFRS 16 was issued by the IASB in January 2016 and supersedes IAS 17, Leases. The new standard brings most
leases on the balance sheet for lessees under a single model and eliminates the distinction between operating and
finance leases. Lessor accounting remains largely unchanged. IFRS 16 becomes effective for annual periods
beginning on or after January 1, 2019. The Corporation is currently evaluating the impact of IFRS 16 on its
consolidated financial statements and does not expect it to have a significant effect on the consolidated financial
statements.

RISKS AND UNCERTAINTIES

The following are certain factors relating to the business of the Corporation. These risks and uncertainties are not the
only ones facing the Corporation. Additional risks and uncertainties not currently known to the Corporation, or that
the Corporation currently deems immaterial, may also impair operations of the Corporation. If any such risks
actually occur, the financial condition, liquidity and results of operations of the Corporation could be materially
adversely affected and the ability of the Corporation to implement its plans could be adversely affected.

Lack of Operating History

The Corporation is a relatively new company with limited operating history. The Corporation was incorporated in
November 2015 and completed its first home care business acquisition on October 13, 2016. It has yet to generate a
profit from its activities. The Corporation will be subject to all of the business risks and uncertainties associated with
any new business enterprise, including the risk that it will not achieve its growth objective. The Corporation
anticipates that it may take several years to achieve positive cash flow from operations.



Substantial Capital Requirements

Substantial additional funds for the establishment of the Corporation’s planned operations will be required. No
assurances can be given that the Corporation will be able to raise the additional funding that may be required for
such activities. To meet such funding requirements, the Corporation may be required to undertake additional equity
financing, which would be dilutive to shareholders. Debt financing, if available, may also involve restrictions on
financing and operating activities. There is no assurance that additional financing will be available on terms
acceptable to the Corporation or at all. If the Corporation is unable to obtain additional financing as needed, it may
be required to reduce the scope of its operations or anticipated expansion.

Financing Risks and Dilution to Shareholders

The Corporation has limited financial resources and is in early stages of operations. If the Corporation’s business
plan is successful, additional funds will be required. There can be no assurance that the Corporation will be able to
obtain adequate financing in the future or that such financing will be available on favorable terms or at all. It is
likely such additional capital will be raised through the issuance of additional equity, which will result in dilution to
the Corporation’s shareholders.

Price Volatility of Public Stock

In recent years, securities markets have experienced extremes in price and volume volatility. The market price of
securities of many early stage companies, among others, have experienced fluctuations in price which may not
necessarily be related to the operating performance, underlying asset values or prospects of such companies. It may
be anticipated that any market for the Corporation’s shares will be subject to market trends generally and the value
of the Corporation’s shares on a stock exchange may be affected by such volatility.

Economic Conditions

Unfavorable economic conditions may negatively impact the Corporation’s financial viability because of increased
financing costs and limited access to capital markets.

Dependence on Management

The Corporation is very dependent upon the personal efforts and commitment of its existing management. To the
extent that management’s services would be unavailable for any reason, a disruption to the operations of the
Corporation could result, and other persons would be required to manage and operate the Corporation.

Conflicts of Interest

The Corporation’s directors and officers may serve as directors and officers, or may be associated with other
reporting companies or have significant shareholdings in other public companies. To the extent that such other
companies may participate in business or asset acquisitions, dispositions, or ventures in which the Corporation may
participate, the directors and officers of the Corporation may have a conflict of interest in negotiating and
concluding terms respecting the transaction. If a conflict of interest arises, the Corporation will follow the
provisions of the Business Corporations Act, Nova Scotia (“Corporations Act”) in dealing with conflicts of interest.
These provisions state, where a director/officer has such a conflict, that the director/officer must at a meeting of the
board, disclose his interest and refrain from voting on the matter unless otherwise permitted by the Corporations
Act. In accordance with the laws of the Province of Nova Scotia, the directors and officers of the Corporation are
required to act honestly, in good faith and in the best interest of the Corporation.

Litigation

The Corporation and/or its directors may be subject to a variety of civil or other legal proceedings, with or without
merit.

Operations
Renewal of Home Care License

To operate a Home Care Service Provider agency in the State of New Hampshire, a company is required to have a
license that is in compliance with the New Hampshire Code of Administrative rules. Such a license is subject to
periodical renewal, and as a result there is no assurance or guarantee that the Resulting Issuer will pass any future
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license renewal processes. If the license is not renewed it will impact the ability to generate future profits. The
Corporation currently operates under a valid license.

Competition

The health care industry is intensely competitive. The Corporation competes with other companies that have greater
financial resources. Competition could adversely affect the Corporation’s ability to expand in the future.

FINANCIAL INSTRUMENTS

The Corporation has classified its financial instruments as follows:

Loans and receivables, and other liabilities are subsequently measured at amortized cost using the effective interest
rate method.

Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk that a counterparty fails to discharge an obligation to the Group. The Group is exposed to this risk
for various financial instruments, for example by granting receivables to customers and placing deposits. The Group’s
maximum exposure to credit risk is limited to the carrying amount of financial assets recognized at June 30, 2017, as
summarized below:

In respect of trade account receivables, the Group is exposed to a certain level of credit risk as the amounts are
uncollateralized. Credit risk for accounts receivable is the risk of loss associated with a client’s inability to fulfil its
payment obligations. The largest exposure to credit risk is in relation to receivables. The Group mitigates credit risk
by actively monitoring the aging of accounts receivable and regularly follows up on overdue accounts. As at June
30, 2017, management believes that counterparty concentrations are in the normal course of business and are not
unusual.

The credit risk for cash and cash equivalents is considered low as the Group maintains the majority of its cash with a
Schedule I bank in Canada.

Liquidity risk

Liquidity risk is that the Group might be unable to meet its obligations. The Group’s approach to managing liquidity
risk is to closely monitor working capital balances as compared to budgeted upcoming expenses and expected due
diligence and acquisition expenses. The Group raises funds, primarily through private placement or convertible debt
if a shortfall is anticipated. As at June 30, 2017, the Group had a cash and cash equivalents of $158,023. The
Group’s ability to continue to meet its liabilities when due, beyond the current cash balance, is dependent on the
growth of the home care business acquired as well as future support of shareholders through public or private equity
offerings. Refer to note 1, Going Concern.

Market risk
The Group is exposed to market risk through its use of financial instruments and specifically to currency risk, which
result from both its operating and financing activities.

Foreign currency sensitivity

The Group’s operations are carried out in USD. Exposure to currency exchange rates arise from the fact that the
Group’s equity offerings have been denominated in CAD and will be denominated in CAD for the foreseeable future
as the Corporation’s shares are listed on a Canadian stock exchange.
