Roots Properties Inc. (the “Acquiror”) acquired direct ownership of $900,000 
principal amount of Debentures pursuant to a private placement of $1,000,000 
principal amount of Debentures that closed on September 18, 2020 (the 
“Offering”).  

As a result of the Acquiror’s participation in the Offering, the Acquiror’s 
beneficial ownership, control or direction over Common Shares exceeds 10% of 
the then issued and outstanding Common Shares on a diluted basis

 Roots Properties is a wholly-owned investment holding company of Anastasia 
Belecos.

 The Acquiror acquired $900,000 principal amount of Debentures. The 
Debentures are convertible into Common Shares at a conversion price of $0.115 
per share and entitle the Acquiror to receive 7,826,087 Common Shares 
representing approximately 12.4% of the issued and outstanding Common 
Shares, calculated, on a partially diluted basis. Assuming the full exercise of the 
Debentures, the Acquiror would own or control 9,948,988 Common Shares 
representing approximately 15.78% of the issued and outstanding Common 
Shares, on a partially diluted basis. 

3.2 State whether the acquiror acquired or disposed ownership of, or acquired 
or ceased to have control over, the securities that triggered the requirement 
to file this report.

 Prior to the acquisition of the Debentures, the Acquiror directly owned 2,122,901 
Common Shares representing 3.8% of the issued and outstanding Common 
Shares.  

Following the acquisition of the Debentures, assuming the conversion of the 
Debentures held by the Acquiror, the Acquiror would own and Anastasia Belecos 
would control 9,948,988 Common Shares representing approximately 15.78% of 
the issued and outstanding Common Shares on a partially diluted basis.

(a) the acquiror, either alone or together with any joint actors, has

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Following the acquisition of the Debentures, the Acquiror, together with its 
joint actors, has control or direction over 11,047,765 Common Shares 
representing approximately 17.28% of the issued and outstanding Common 
Shares on a partially diluted basis and assuming the conversion of $100,000 
principal amount of Debentures owned and controlled by Kirk Shaw. 

(b) the acquiror, either alone or together with any joint actors, has 
ownership but control is held by persons or companies other than the 
acquiror or any joint actor, and
